NEW CONCERT ACT ADDED TO BRADEN AUDITORIUM JUNE 24

FOR IMMEDIATE RELEASE – Just added to the concert series that has come to central Illinois for the past 19 years, Jon McLaughlin will appear in concert Thursday, June 24, at 8 p.m. at Braden Auditorium, Illinois State University. At 25, singer/songwriter Jon McLaughlin has hit the music world by storm. Since giving a show-stopping performance at the Academy Awards of the Oscar-nominated "So Close," the song he sang in the hit Disney movie “Enchanted,” McLaughlin’s sales of his albums “Indiana” and “OK Now” have risen dramatically. His “Beautiful Disaster” song from “Indiana” attracted 420,000 downloads in one week, and he hit the road for major touring slots with Sara Bareilles, Paolo Nutini and Kelly Clarkson, along with dates with Colbie Caillat, Duffy and One Republic. These experiences have infused Laughlin with a new energy for recording and touring. "Now I believe you should get crazy in the studio, explore different sounds, and I love the challenge of recreating the songs in the live setting –that's the best part," he says. On Thursday, June 24, McLaughin will be doing just that for central Illinois audiences. Jon McLaughlin replaces the previously scheduled Thursday night show with Barrage, who was forced to cancel their Symposium concert last week. 
McLaughlin is one in a series of diverse concerts the week of June 21, brought to central Illinois by Music for All, one the nation’s largest and most influential organization in support of music education. The concerts, open to the public, are presented as part of the Music for All Summer Symposium, presented by Yamaha. Tickets are available for purchase at the venue box office or at ticketmaster.com. Monday’s Prairie Wind Ensemble concert is a free, unticketed event, and Wednesday’s Jazz Ambassadors concert is open with free tickets available at Braden Auditorium’s box office.
